Start Point: The Decree of Artaxerxes I (Longimanus) given on the 14th 

March 445BC - see Nehemiah 2: 1-8 

- City Rebuilt in 'Troublesome Times' - see Nehemiah 4 & 5 
 

End Point: The Triumphal Entry of Jesus into Jerusalem on the Sunday of 

'Holy Week' on 6th April 32AD (Nisan 10) 

- 'Messiah the Prince' (Hebrew: mâshı̂yach nâgı̂yd) 

- Jesus is prophetically named as the 'Prince of Peace' - see Isaiah 9: 6 
 

Hebraic Years are 360 Days - see Genesis 7: 24, 8: 3-4; Rev. 11: 2-3 
 

LXX - The Septuagint (Greek translation of the Hebrew Old Testament) 

translated in 3rd century BC - begun 300 years before Jesus was 'cut off'
